ORDER DISMISSING PROCEEDINGS 
In the Matter of 

NEAL R. GREENBERG,   

Respondent. 

On September 7, 2010, the Commission instituted this public administrative and cease-and-
desist proceedings pursuant to Section 8A of the Securities Act of 1933, Sections 15(b) and 21C of 
the Securities Exchange Act of 1934 (“Exchange Act”), Sections 203(f) and 203(k) of the 
Investment Advisers Act of 1940 (“Advisers Act”), and Section 9(b) of the Investment Company 
Act of 1940 against Neal R. Greenberg (“Greenberg”).  

Greenberg consented to entry of a judgment enjoining him from violations of Sections 
206(2) and 206(4) of the Advisers Act and Rules 206(4)-2, 206(4)-7, and 206(4)-8 promulgated 
thereunder, and ordering disgorgement.  See Civil Action No. 1:11-cv-00313-JLK (D. Colo.).  
Based on that injunction, the Commission barred Greenberg from association with any broker, 
dealer, or investment adviser pursuant to Section 15(b) of the Exchange Act and Section 203(f) of 
the Advisers Act in another administrative proceeding (File No. 3-14269).1
